ASSESSMENT OF LEGALITY

Access to public data is slowly improving, which has
allowed for the second consecutive year to assess how
much harvested forest in the Amazon was authorized
by environmental agencies. The data used to verify the
legality of logging activities were obtained from a
database of logging authorizations made available by
IBAMA (Brazilian Institute of the Environment and Renewable
Natural Resources) through Sinaflor (National System for
Controlling the Origin of Forestry Products), the Brazilian Forest Service (SFB), Simlam
(Integrated Monitoring System and Environmental Licensing) of the states of Mato Grosso and
Para, Ideflor (Institute of Forestry Development and Biodiversity of the State of Pard) and
directly with the Environmental Secretariats of the states of Acre and Rondénia. We highlight
that the authorization data used is public, and its updates and changes are the responsibility
of the environmental agencies.
